On September 18, six Pio-
neers participated in the Di-
versity in Tandem Training 
workshop hosted at Christian 
Brothers College High School 
with 13 other area Catholic 
High Schools. The students 
participated in a day-long 
workshop featuring Joycelyn 
Barnes, Mary Dee Schmidt, and 
Dr. Jarret Smith. 

The event gave students in-
sights into unconscious bias 
and opportunities to facilitate 
challenging conversations. 
They engaged in hot-topic con-
versations and learned how to 
understand different perspec-
tives.

"This experience was one I 
will remember for a lifetime," 
said Gabi Ulrich '26. "I talk-
ed with students from multi-
ple high schools and shared 
ideas about topics that usual-
ly I wouldn't be comfortable 
talking about."

"I think this experience was 
great," said Molly Glosier '27. 
"I learned how to expand my 
leadership and conversation 
skills. Getting out of my com-
fort zone and talking about a 
large variety of things to better 
myself and the people around 
me will definitely help me move 
forward."

Duchesne was the only co-ed 
school in attendance.

Diversity in Tandum



Duchesne students now have 
access to a new high-tech tool 
for their anatomy and biology 
classes. The Anatomage Ta-
ble features multiple life-size 
real human bodies (donated 
to science) in a digital format 
displaying 3-D representations 
and simulations for anatomy, 
physiology, and pathology.

The Anatomage Table is an 
advanced real-human-based 
medical education platform 
that serves medical schools, 
undergraduate healthcare in-
dustries, and K-12 education. 
The table seeks to augment 
programs to help prepare high 
school students for healthcare 
careers. 

The 3D table can be used 
flat or standing up and display 

thousands of annotated struc-
tures that students can select 
from a cadaver or list, then iso-
late and study. 

“There are also hundreds of 
real patient case studies with 
different filters to change the 
anatomical sharpness,” said 
Duchesne anatomy teacher 

Glennis Ziegler. “I have the 
ability to make quizzes/lab 
practicums using the cadaver 
models that can be saved, trans-
ferred to be printed, or can be 
taken on the table itself.”

Students can also hone dis-
section, ultrasound imaging, 
and endoscopy skills, to name 
a few. Structures can be col-
or-coded for quick and easy 
identification, and healthy and 
pathological tissues can be 
compared and displayed for ex-
ploration. 

“I just know the table is awe-
some, and I’m feeling a little 
overwhelmed by all it can ac-
tually do,” said Ziegler. “I have 
already incorporated it into my 
anatomy classes and can’t wait 
to do more.”

Planned Giving and RMDs

With the amazing momen-
tum Duchesne has going, we 
are seeing increased support 
in addition to increased aware-
ness of and excitement for our 
wonderful school! A number of 
people have offered new schol-
arships to help more students 
benefit from our exceptional 
education experience provided 
in a warm and safe family en-
vironment where we are shap-
ing leaders in mind, body, and 
spirit.

Brian ’69 and Pat (Jacobsen) ’69 
Ochs initiated a new Pay It Forward 
scholarship to benefit a student who 
could not otherwise attend Duchesne. 
This scholarship will cover half of tui-
tion for the same student throughout 
their four years at Duchesne, provided 
criteria continue to be met.  

In the same spirit, the Jacqueline 
Hummel & James Edler Scholarship 
and the Joseph & Florence Kalal and 
Jean Morrissey Scholarship have been 
established. The Hummel/Edler schol-
arship will provide four years of $5,000/
year in tuition assistance for a single 

student, and the Kalal/Morrissey schol-
arship will follow the same student for 
four years for half of the tuition. These 
two family scholarships also have cri-
teria that must be met in order for the 
scholarship to renew.

It is our hope to establish at least 
three of these types of scholarships 
each year to assist new students during 
their freshman through senior years at 
Duchesne.

Terry Gravemann 
’68 has been 
known by sev-
eral nicknames 

during his 60-plus years 
as a Pioneer: Mr. G., Mr. 
Duchesne, and even Gra-
vy. From student to pres-
ident, he touched many 
lives along the way, and 
according to all who know 
him, he bleeds blue like no 
other. 

A lifelong Saint Charles 
resident, Mr. Gravemann 
graduated from Duchesne 
in 1968. He finished his 
teaching degree in 1972. 
In 1973, the then head of 
school, Father John Hick-
el, invited him to apply at 
Duchesne one day after Mass 
at St. Charles Borremeo. 

Mr. Gravemann always 
felt that he would love to end 
up at Duchesne to teach.

“When I got hired, I felt 
like I was coming home,” he 
said. The class of 1977 was 
the first class he had for all 
four years. “A couple of them 

are on the board right now,” 
he added with a smile. 

“As a freshman in 1973, I 
was part of his first classes at 
Duchesne,” said Rich Hol-
lander ’77. “Mr. G. was my 
teacher, key club moderator, 
mentor, and friend.  He was 
even a part of my wedding 
party.”

“Mr. Gravemann was one 
of my favorite teachers while 
attending Duchesne in the 

mid-70s,” said Paul Boschert 
’77, current Duchesne pres-
ident. “He has spent his en-
tire life as a Pioneer in some 
capacity. In retirement, he 
continues to be involved in 
the Duchesne community, 
serving on the Duchesne 
Board of Directors.”

The first few years went by, 
and Mr. Gravemann taught 
World History and always 
strived to learn how to con-

nect more with his students.  

“I felt like I had a good 
relationship with the stu-
dents,” he said.

He saw each student as an 
individual. His mantra: You 
have to give respect to get 
respect. 

In 1977, Head of School 
Father Robert Jovanovic 
asked him if he’d consider 
taking on an administrative 
role as dean of students. 

“I was doing double duty,” 
said Gravemann. “[I was] 
teaching three classes and 
doing the ‘dean thing.’” 

Russ Clever ’87 remem-
bers him as both a teacher 
and dean.

“He’s Mr. Duchesne,” said 
Clever.   “If we ever got in 
trouble and were sent to his 
office when he was the dean, 
we knew we would get a 
good laugh.   He was always 
good for a joke.”

“I enjoyed his sense of

Leaves humor,” said Sara Chaney 
(Burkemper)’03. “I can re-
member one time at a pep 
rally he said over the micro-
phone, ‘I’m not a stand-up 
comedian, so I’ll sit down!’”

As time went on, Mr. 
Gravemann became the full-
time dean of students. Father 
Dale Wunderlich needed 
him in the full-time admin-
istration position as Duch-
esne geared up for a capital 
campaign for the new gym. 
He was happy to take on the 
new role, but it was hard to 
let go of being in the class-
room. 

“The further you get into 
admin, the further you get 
from day-to-day contact 
with the kids. We just didn’t 
cross paths as often,” he said. 

Hearing from some of 
the students he had at this 
time, he still left an impres-
sion. Students approach him 

in public to this day, many 
times to thank him for when 
he had to correct their not-
so-great behavior. 

“Dave Buehrle and I sat in 
the front of typing class our 
sophomore year,” remem-
bers John Orf ’81. “One day, 
we got the stupid idea to skip 
class since it was the last class 

of the day.   We found out 
that our names were being 
called on the intercom, and 
of course, our parents were 
called.  [We] had to serve 
detention for an hour with 
Terry.  I thought it would be 
a yardstick on the knuckles 
type of reprimand.   We ba-
sically talked about what we 
did, and Terry was very cool.  
But we did learn our lesson.”

“Mr. Gravemann was al-
ways stern but fair,” said cur-
rent Duchesne dean of stu-
dents, Debi Turner ’96. “He 
had the crazy ability to give 
me a detention for doing 
something dumb and some-
how would get me to thank 
him for it as I left his office.”

Mr. Gravemann became 
president of Duchesne in 
2002. 

“His biggest joy was be-
coming President of Duch-
esne,” said classmate Mike 
Sullentrop ’68. “He accept-
ed the responsibilities and 
was very proud of his school 
and accomplishments made 
during his years of service.”

Mr. Gravemann retired 
from Duchesne in 2012. Al-
though the classrooms at 
Duchesne look a little differ-
ent these days than when he 
started, Mr. Gravemann no-
ticed that there is one thing 
that is still the same. To the 
faculty at Duchesne, teach-
ing is more than a job. It’s 
a vocation. The students of 
Duchesne make you want to 
give back. 

“I had a great career,” he 
said. “It’s been a good ride.”
