On Saturday, January 25,
Duchesne Head Baseball Coach
and alum Mike Hollander 09
was named Class 3 Coach of
the Year by the 2024 Missouri
High School Baseball Coaches
Association (MHSBCA), and
served as guest speaker for the
evening.
