I spent mine re-reading 
The Anxious Generation—
partly because I wanted to be 
better equipped to support 
our students (your children), 
and partly because, well… I 
like to torture myself with so-
bering truths about the digital 

world our kids are growing up 
in.

After diving back into the 
book, I’m officially on a rant 
(just ask my own sons or even 
my husband—they've all told 
me I’m the worst this week!). 
But here’s the thing: Our kids 
are living in an online land-
scape that we didn’t grow up 
with, and we cannot afford to 
take a hands-off approach.

So, parents, I encourage 
you—no, I urge you—to take 
a deep dive into your child’s 
social media presence. Not 
just the polished account they 
let you see, but the other one 
(because they almost certain-
ly have at least two). Check 
their DMs (for those unfa-
miliar, that stands for “direct 
messages”). See what they’re 
posting, who they’re talking 

to, and what kind of content 
they’re consuming. It’s not 
about invading privacy—it’s 
about protecting them from 
the pressures, influences, and 
potential dangers lurking on-
line.

Our kids need us to be vigi-
lant, even when they roll their 
eyes at us. So go ahead, be the 
worst—because sometimes, 
that’s exactly what good par-
enting looks like.

High school senior Ailsa 
Ide of Duchesne High School 
has been distinguished as one 
of the top academic students 
in the state through the 2025 
Missouri Scholars 100 pro-
gram. This statewide initia-
tive, organized by the Missou-
ri Association of Secondary 
School Principals, recognizes 
and celebrates the accom-
plishments of 100 outstanding 
students from the graduating 
class of 2025.

The announcement of Ail-
sa Ide's selection for this es-
teemed academic honor was 
made by Dominic D'Urso, 
Principal at Duchesne High 
School. The recognition will 
culminate in a special lun-
cheon hosted at the Holiday 

Inn Executive 
Center in Co-
lumbia, MO, 
on Sunday, 
May 4, 2025.

M i s s o u r i 
Scholars 100 
is a competi-
tive program 
that invited 
schools across 
the state to 
nominate candidates based 
on academic excellence. The 
selection process employs a 
formula considering the stu-
dent's grade point average and 
ACT or SAT scores. Nomi-
nees must meet the criteria 
of an "Academic Decathlon," 
successfully navigating ten 
challenging academic events  
to showcase their scholastic 
strength.

To qualify, 
students must 
hold a mini-
mum GPA of 
3.750, a min-
imum ACT 
score of 29 or 
a minimum 
SAT score of 
1,280, rank in 
the upper ten 
percent of their 
class, and en-

gage in advanced coursework 
in mathematics, science, En-
glish, and foreign language. 
Additionally, nominees must 
exhibit excellent attendance, 
exemplary citizenship within 
the school, and active partic-
ipation in the school's activity 
program.

Clark Mershon, Executive 
Director of the principals’ 

association, expressed, "The 
Missouri Scholars 100 Pro-
gram is one of the premier ac-
ademic recognition programs 
in the country. It is truly a cel-
ebration of learning. Students 
selected for this program 
have taken a rigorous course 
of study and maintained the 
highest academic standards. 
The Missouri Association of 
Secondary School Principals 
wants to celebrate the achieve-
ment and success of these stu-
dents and their schools."

Down Syndrome like my brother Xavi-
er bring so much into this world. Their 
smiles are contagious, their determina-
tion inspires those around them, and 
their kindness reminds us what truly mat-

ters. But sometimes, they face challenges 
because others don’t always understand 
their incredible potential.”

Moore ’86 commented on how impressed 
she was with the usually quiet Jack 

courageously stepping up to edu-
cate others on this topic. 

“I am so proud of Jack for 
making a difference. While it 
may seem small to some, it is 
as big as an X-man hug!” she 
said. 
What Jack hopes people took 

away from the night is simply 
to remember to treat those with 

Down Syndrome just like you would 
treat anyone else: as unique individuals 
capable of doing so much to enrich the 
lives of the people around them. 
“Xavier always reminds me to be grate-

ful for the little things and to treat others 
with kindness and respect,” said Jack.
